
2026 Bank Holiday Deliveries – How It Works
This notice explains how Bank Holidays may affect your 
delivery schedule in 2026.

How Deliveries Work During a Bank Holiday
If your delivery is normally on Monday

Your delivery will move from Monday to 
Tuesday during the Bank Holiday week.

 Important: 
If your site normally receives deliveries on both Monday 
and Tuesday, only one delivery will be made on 
Tuesday during that week.

If your delivery is normally on Sunday

Your Sunday delivery will move to 
Monday during the Bank Holiday week.

Order Cut-offs & Changes

If you need to make changes to your order during a 
Bank Holiday week, please do so by the cut-off time.

In most cases, this is 2:00 PM on the Friday 
before the Bank Holiday.

2026 Bank Holiday Dates  Ireland

Below are the Bank Holidays in 2026 that may 
impact deliveries:

Bank Holiday Date (2026)

February Bank Holiday Monday, 2 February

 St Patrick’s Day Tuesday, 17 March

Easter Monday Monday, 6 April

May Day Monday, 4 May

June Bank Holiday Monday, 1 June

August Bank Holiday Monday, 3 August

October Bank Holiday Monday, 26 October

Christmas / New Year Late December 2026 
– Early January 2027

 St Patrick’s Day
(Tuesday Bank Holiday)

St Patrick’s Day is the only Bank Holiday in 2026 
that falls on a Tuesday, and deliveries will be 
adjusted slightly differently during this week.

If your delivery is normally on Tuesday, it will 
move to Monday during the St Patrick’s Day 
Bank Holiday week.

This works in the same way as a standard Bank 
Holiday, but in reverse.

All other Bank Holidays in 2026 follow the 
usual Monday Bank Holiday delivery 
pattern outlined above.
